
STANFORD UNIVERSITY  
   Stanford University accomplished the rare feat of starting the season 
ranked number one in the nation by the College Coaches and ended 
up winning the National Championships. 
    They entered the 2009 Nationals ranked number one after winning 
the MPSF Conference Championship Meet, whereas Oklahoma led 
the rankings most of the season.  Last season Stanford entered the 
Nationals as the odds on favorite and as host of the event were 
thought to be able to enjoy the home court advantage.  The Cardinal 
team members never allowed themselves to forget that very disap-
pointing loss and vowed to avenge themselves.  Avenge themselves 
they did. 
  Coach Thom Glielmi commented that, “Our team was more mature, 
because we’d been in this situation.  Last year, we had never been in a 
position where we were the team to beat.” 
  Oddly enough this is the first Stanford National Title since 1995, a 
year in which they also won the MPSF Conference Title. 
   After coming in second by a score of 363.20 to 362.75  in last sea-
son's NCAA Championships, the Stanford men's gymnastics team had 

only one thing on their minds for 
this season; redemption in the 
form of winning the 2009 title. 
Friday evening, the Cardinal 
achieved that goal, scoring a 
362.80 to win the program's 
fourth national championship by 
1.3 points. 
   Stanford recorded team season-
bests on still rings and parallel 
bars and two individual event 
titles to help boost itself atop the 
pack. Michigan came in second 
with a 361.50 and defending na-
tional champion Oklahoma fol-
lowed in third with 361.20. 
   The Cardinal began the night on 
vault, scoring a 63.25. The total 
was second only to the Sooners, 
who posted three individual 
scores over 16.00 on its way to a 

64.05.  Tim Gentry earned 
the highest individual score 
for Stanford, notching a 
15.95 for sixth place.  Alex 
Buscaglia tied for ninth place 
with a 15.85. 
   On parallel bars, the Cardi-
nal turned it up a notch, post-
ing a season-high 59.30. 
Stanford was led by the na-
tion's top-ranked gymnast on 
the apparatus,  Sho Na-
kamori, who won the event 
with a 15.20.  Ryan Lieber-
man tied for sixth (14.75) and  Nick Noone tied for ninth (14.70).  
Incidentally, this is basically the event that cost the team the title in 
2008. 
   In the third rotation, Buscaglia and Nakamori shined for the Cardi-
nal on horizontal bar. Buscaglia turned in a 14.80 to tie for fourth, 
while Nakamori tied for sixth with a 14.75. Stanford finished with a 
58.70. 
   On floor exercise, the Cardinal put up a 61.30. Nakamori tied for 
fourth place with a season-best 15.55 while Greg Ter-Zakhariants tied 
for eighth with a 15.50. 
   In the fifth rotation, Stanford gymnasts hit five of their six routines 
on pommel horse to record a 58.45, but only Ter-Zakhariants posted a 
top-10 finish, tying for seventh with a season-best 14.90. 
   Then in the final turn, the Cardinal held a .700 lead over Michigan 
and nearly four points over 2nd ranked Oklahoma.  The Cardinal 
showed the crowd why they were the top-ranked still rings squad in 
the nation, providing a clutch 61.80 performance on the apparatus to 
clinch the title.  Bryant Hadden took the event title with a 15.55, 
while his teammates Noone and Gentry tied for third with 15.45’s.    
Kyle Oi tied for sixth with a 15.35. 
   "That's the great thing about this sport: you never know who the 
winner is going to be until that last guy in that last  event," head coach 
Thom Glielmi   said. "It's a lot of fun." 
   "The strength of this team is depth," Glielmi said. "Some of the 
guys had some breaks or falls, but generally our top six guys can put 
together four solid routines and the difficulty is high. They knew that

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coming in, so there was never an issue of feel-
ing they were out of it." 
  In the individual event finals Stanford turned 
out eleven All Americans (see p.5). 
 
UNIVERSITY OF MICHIGAN  
      The University of Michigan men's gym-
nastics team placed second at the NCAA 
Championships on Friday night (April 17) 
with a season-high score of 361.50 at the Uni-
versity of Minnesota's Sports Pavilion. The 
finish is the highest for U-M since the 2000 
season, when it was also the national runner-
up. Stanford was crowned the 2009 national 
champion (362.80), and Michigan beat out 
third-place Oklahoma by a mere three one-
hundredths of a point (361.20). 
   In addition to the overall season-best mark 
of 361.50, Michigan registered season bests 
on still rings (60.75), vault (62.90), and floor 
(61.20). There were 16 individual scores that 
tied or set career or season bests in the meet 
as well.   The Wolverines were led by Chris 
Cameron, Adam Hamers, Phil Goldberg, Tho-
mas Kelley, and Joe Catrambone. 

   After a bye in the initial rotation, Michigan 
performed on pommel horse in the second. 
Paced by Cameron's team season best of 
15.30, the Wolverines collected 59.15 points 
on the event. The second-highest score came 
from Hamers, who tabbed a 14.90 to equal his 
personal best . 
   Big Ten rings champion, Goldberg, notched 
a team season high of 15.40 on the event to 
give the Wolverines a campaign-best 60.75 
rings score. Cameron added a 15.30 to the 
mix, while Ralph Rosso amassed a season-
high 15.05 to give U-M a total of 119.90 after 
the third rotation. 
   Michigan moved to the vault for the fourth 
rotation, where it tallied a season-high 62.90. 
The highest mark came from David 
Chan who set a season-best 15.85. Rosso and 
Mel Anton Santander both earned 15.70 -- a 
season high for Santander -- to give the Wol-
verines 182.80 points. 
   A score of 58.25 on parallel bars gave the 
Maize and Blue a total of 241.05 after the 
fifth rotation. Big Ten Gymnast of the Year, 
Kelley, gained a 14.75 on parallel bars to 

equal his career high for the second time this 
season, while Cameron led the Wolverines on 
the event with a 14.95. 
   On the sixth rotation, the Wolverines 
grabbed a 59.25 on high bar -- a mere five 
one-hundredths of a point away from its sea-
son best -- to give them a total of 300.30. Kel-
ley was the highest achiever with a 15.45 on 
the apparatus, and Big Ten high bar cham-
pion, Catrambone, scored a 14.70 for the 
squad's second-best score on high bar. 
   U-M's season-best 61.20 on floor exercise 
in the seventh and final rotation led to its sec-
ond-place finish and its season-high 361.50 
point total. Cameron's team season best of 
15.65 helped solidify Michigan's 2nd place in 
the standings. 
  In the individual event finals UM produced 
7 All Americans (see p.5 for results). 
 
UNIVERSITY OF OKLAHOMA  
  The University of Oklahoma men's gymnas-
tics team tallied 361.20 points to finish third 
at the 2009 NCAA Championship in Minnea-
polis, Minn. at the Sports Pavilion. Stanford 
(362.80) claimed the national championship, 
as Michigan (361.50) finished second, with 
California (361.15) in fourth. Illinois (359.30) 
and Ohio State (355.95) finished fifth and 
sixth, respectively. 
   "I can't complain, our guys had a great 
meet," said head coach Mark Williams. "It 
may have been one of our highest scores of 
the season but other teams were rocking out 
there as well." 
   Steven Legendre claimed the NCAA title in 
the all-around with a score of 90.50 as a total 
of six OU gymnasts qualified for the individ-
ual event finals. Oklahoma finished first on 
floor (62.75) and vault (64.05) on the night. 
   The Sooners started the night on parallel 
bars with steady performances coming from 
Kyle McNamara (14.80) and Chris Brooks 
(14.65).  Legendre added a 14.55 and  Jason 
Laughton scored a 14.10 to round out Okla-
homa's team score of 58.25. 
   Oklahoma then moved to high bar, turning 
in a 58.45 to finish the event. Strong perform-
ances came from McNamara and Legendre 
posting scores of 14.70. 
   After two strong opening performances, OU 
then moved to floor scoring a season team 
high score of 62.75 and received career high 
performances from Bobby Shortle and Brooks 
when they scored a 15.55 and 15.65, respec-
tively. Legendre capped the event off by scor-

ing a season high 16.00. 
  After a bye rotation, OU went to pommel 
horse and did what they needed to do posting 
score of 57.75. Key performances came from 
Laughton and  Jacob Messina, with scores of 
14.40 and 14.95, respectively. 
   Oklahoma scored a 59.95 on rings with 
McNamara matching a career high of 15.00. 
Messina also posted a solid score of 15.25.  
   On the final event, OU scored a 64.05 on 
vault with Legendre and Russell Czeschin 
turning in scores of 16.30 and 16.05.  
   "Stanford is definitely the deserving cham-
pion, added Williams "We did as well as we 
could do, it just didn't go our way in the end." 
  In the individual event finals OU produced 
11 All Americans (see p.5 for complete re-
sults). 
 
UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA  
  California finished in fourth place in the 
team finals at the NCAA Championships on 
Friday night. In addition seven different Bears 
earned marks high enough to vault into the 
individual finals, including Bryan del Casti-
llo, Glen Ishino, Kyle Bunthuwong, Kyson 
Bunthuwong, Jim Kerry, Kyle Brady and 
Evan Roth. (see p.5 for complete results.) 

   "We hit 33 of 36 sets," Cal head coach 
Barry Weiner said. "We were .350 points 
away from second place. This bodes well for 
next year."  
   The Bears earned a collective 361.15 to 
finish ahead of Ohio State (sixth, 355.95), 
Illinois (fifth, 359.30) but behind national 
champion No. 1 Stanford (362.80), second-
place Michigan (361.50) and third place 
Oklahoma (361.20).  
   Ishino was second in the all-around with a 
90.00. Kyson Bunthuwong was fourth (89.00) 
and his younger brother Kyle Bunthuwong 
was fifth (88.70).  
   The Bears won pommel horse with a 59.70. 
Cal was second on parallel bar with a 59.05. 
The Bears' next best event was vault, where 
they took third (63.15).  
   Roth tied for first place on rings with a 
15.55. Brady was ninth at 15.30.  
   On floor, Kyson Bunthuwong was the top 
finisher, taking 13th place with a 15.35. Del 
Castillo was 16th with a 15.20.  
   Kyson Bunthuwong took fourth place on 
pommel horse with a 15.20 to top the Bears. 
Kyle Bunthuwong finished in a tie for seventh 
(14.90), junior Daniel Geri was 15th (14.70) 
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while freshman Nic Blair was 18th (14.55).  
   Roth was Cal's top finisher on vault, taking 
third with a 16.10. Kyle Bunthuwong was 
13th with a 15.75.  
    Brady tied for sixth (14.75) on parallel bars 
to pace the Bears while Kyle Bunthuwong 
finished in a tie for 11th (14.65).  
   On high bar, Ishino took a team-high third 
place with a 15.00. Del Castillo tied for sixth 
with a 14.75.  
   In the individual event finals California 
ended up with12 All Americans. 
 
UNIVERSITY OF ILLINOIS  
   The University of  Illinois finished fifth at 
2009 NCAA Team Championships, tying its 
season-high score of 359.30. The Illini started 
out the meet strong, but suffered costly set-
backs on parallel bars in the sixth rotation. 
The Fighting Illini wrapped up the competi-
tion setting a season-high on high bar to finish 
the incredible season with a solid finish in 
their final event.  
      Paul Ruggeri, Daniel Ribeiro, Chris Lung 
and Roger Pasek qualified in the individual 
event finals and in the event finals Illinois 
produced 6 All Americans.  But, most of all 
they produced  three event champions, as 
Ribeiro won the Pommel Horse national title 
and Ruggeri won the Parallel Bar and High 
Bar events. 
   The Illini started out on floor, posting a 
season-high team total of 61.10. Ruggeri led 
the way tying for fourth place with a score of 
15.55, followed closely by Pasek who tallied 
a 15.45.  

   After taking the team title on pommel horse 
in the evening qualifying session the day be-
fore, the Illini started out a little shaky on 
horse, but finished strong, posting a score of 
59.35. Ribeiro scored a 15.50 for first place. 
Teammate Luke Stannard posted a score of 
14.80 to finish 13th.  
   The Illini went all out on still rings in the 
fourth rotation, setting a season-high team 
score of 60.05.  Nick Stango set a career-high 
15.05, while Anthony Sacramento also posted 
a career-high score of 15.10.  Tyler William-

son led the way for the Orange and Blue hit-
ting a 15.25 on his routine to tie for 11th 
place.  
   In the fifth rotation, the Illini posted its sec-
ond highest team score of the season on vault 
with a 62.85. Ruggeri paced the Orange and 
Blue with a 15.90, followed closely by Tyler 
Mizoguchi, 15.80.  Roger Pasek was the third 
Illini finisher posting a 15.60.  
   On parallel bars, in the sixth rotation, the 
Illini suffered a couple slip-ups early on and 
could not make up the deficit in the final rota-
tion.  Ruggeri, the Big Ten Parallel Bars 
Champion, led the way for Illinois with a 
14.90, for fourth place overall.  C.J. Padera 
came in second for Illinois with a 14.50.  
   In the final rotation, the Illini gave it their 
all to fight back, tying for the team title on 
high bar with a season-high score of 59.25. 
Ruggeri led the competition taking first place 
overall with a 15.75.  
   According to a news release by the Univer-
sity, this evening's competition marked the 
final team event in Coach Hayasaki's illustri-
ous coaching career. Hayasaki completes his 
final year having led the Illini to 17 NCAA 
Top-10 finishes, including seven straight Top-
5 finishes and the 1989 NCAA National 
Championship.  However, in discussing this 
matter with Coach Hayasaki, he indicated this 
might not be a completely firm decision  
 
OHIO STATE UNIVERSITY  
   It was another career night for the Ohio 
State men’s gymnastics team as it tallied its 
second-consecutive season high with a 355.95 
team total Friday night at the 2009 NCAA 
Championships at the University of Minne-
sota’s Sports Pavilion. The squad finished the 
competition in sixth place. 
   Ohio State posted four individual career 
highs en route to its season-high 355.95, in-
cluding another outstanding performance on 
pommel horse to notch its second program 
high in a row with a 58.35. 
    Ohio State started the night on rings with 
another great effort, tallying a 61.0 for the 
event. Jake Bateman and Shachar Tal tied for 
the team lead with a pair of 15.35s to tie for 
sixth. For Tal the 15.35 tied his career high.  
Brandon Wynn added a 15.20, Philip Onorato 
had a 15.10 while Pejman Ebrahimi  tied his 
career high with a 15.00. Sean Regan also 
competed on rings with a score of 14.80. 
   On vault Wynn and Onorato led the squad 
with a pair of 15.70s en route to a 62.55 event 
total. Wynn tallied 15.7 Bateman and Justin 
Myers added marks of 15.60 and 15.55, re-
spectively. 
   On parallel bars Spencer scored a 14.00. 
Myers notched a 14.20. Wynn would score 
the team’s top mark with a 14.30, while Tal 
and Bateman added a 14.15 and 14.00, re-
spectively. 
    The Buckeyes collected a 57.35 on high bar 

behind the effort of Ohio State’s all-
arounders, Bateman and Wynn. Bateman 
turned in a 14.55 while Wynn just trailed with 
a 14.50. Regan hit the third-best score for the 
Scarlet and Gray with a 14.35. 
   Hay and Tal highlighted Ohio State’s per-
formance on floor with two solid sets en route 
to a season-high 60.05 event total. Hay put 
forth a 15.50 to tie for eighth while Tal had an 
outstanding night out, earning a career-best 
15.15. Myers rebounded from high bar with a 
14.75, while Bateman and Onorato tied with a 
14.65. 
  For the third time in the 2009 championships 
season, pommel horse specialist Andy Saur-
ber hit his best mark of the year, a 14.30, to 
set the tone for the Buckeyes on the event. It 
was Echard who would enter in a career-high 
mark Friday night, tallying a second-place 
15.40. Coming in fifth place (tied) was 
Spencer who added a 14.95 in the squad’s 
final rotation. 

  The Buckeyes qualified 5 gymnasts to the 
event finals, Eddie Hay, Ty Echard, Steven 
Spencer, Jake Bateman and Shachar Tal and 
produced four All Americans in Bateman, 
Wynn, Spencer and Echard. 
 
PENN STATE UNIVERSITY  
   With the top three teams qualifying from the 
session, Penn State failed to advance to the na-
tional championship finals for the first time since 
2002.  
    Newly-crowned Nissen-Emery Award winner 
Casey Sandy refused to be hindered by a toe injury 
suffered two weekends ago at the Big Ten Champi-
onships, gutting out a win in the all-around with a 
score of 90.50 thereby earning the opportunity to 
defend his 2008 NCAA title during Friday night's 
team finals.  

   Penn State got off to a bit of a slow start, scoring 
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a 57.450 in the high bar.  Sandy led the team with a 
score of 14.80. 
   In the floor exercise, recording a team score of 
60.20, their third highest total of the season. Allen 
Harris came through with a 15.30.  
   After a bye, Penn State rotated to pommel horse, 
an event in which a lack of consistency has 
plagued the team all season. That trend continued, 
as only a score of 15.00 from Sandy saved the team 
from a scoring below its season average.  
   In the still rings, Josh Borromeo posted the 
team's top score, a 15.15, to tie for fifth place. In 
the vault, Sandy (15.85) and Shaham (15.70) led 
Penn State.  
   Casey Sandy struggled in the AA finals to finish 
7th but earned two All America honors. 
 
UNIVERSITY OF MINNESOTA  
      The University of Minnesota   finished fourth 
in the second team qualifying session at the NCAA
�Men’s Gymnastics Championships Thursday night 
at the Sports Pavilion.  
   The Gophers trailed Ohio State by 1.35 points 
going into the final rotation. Minnesota was on the 
parallel bars, while Ohio State was on the pommel 
horse. The Buckeyes turned in their best score of 
the season on the horse, a 57.55. Meanwhile, the 
Gophers struggled a bit on the bars and scored a 
55.65, their third-lowest tally of the season. 
   It wasn’t all bad news for Minnesota, however. 
In addition to recording their second-best team 
score of the season, the Gophers had their best 
night of the year on the still rings and the vault. 
Minnesota’s team score of 58.60 was more than a 
full point better than their previous high on the 
rings. On the vault, the Gophers recorded a 63.10. 
    In addition, Minnesota had a number of indi-
viduals advance to Friday night as individuals, led 
by Russel Dabritz's score of 14.90 on the parallel 
bars was tied for the top mark in Thursday's second 
session. 
  In the individual event finals the Gophers ended 
up with two All Americans in the persons of Kit 
Beikmann (pommel horse) and D.J. Repp (vault). 
 

UNIVERSITY OF NEBRASKA  
   As a team, Nebraska made a tough push to make 
it into the top-three team qualifiers, which would 
have qualified them for the team finals. However, 
their 346.80 was not quite enough.   
   NU began the 2009 NCAA Championships on 
still rings for the third-consecutive year. The Husk-
ers pulled together one of their highest scores of 
the 2009 season with a 59.20, led by Tony Maras 
and Anthony Ingrelli with identical scores of 
14.95. 
   On vault the Huskers were led by John Robin-
son’s 15.60 and Josh Dilworth’s 15.70. Next up on 
PB’s Nebraska struggled with only James Mauldin 
(14.40) and T.J. Schmidt (14.25) scoring over 
14.00. On the HB Kyle Shanahan had the only 
score over 14.00 (14.10). 
   Next, on FX, Nebraska had one of its best season 
scores at 58.25.  They were led by Shanahan with 
14.60 and Dilworth with 15.00.  Nebraska actually 

led all teams at this point due to the byes.  Moving 
to the PH the Huskers did quite well again with 
Shanahan at 13.90 and Schmidt at 14.95. 
   Despite leading throughout much of the competi-
tion, Nebraska was unable to stay among the top-
three teams and fell to fifth in the first qualifying 
round.  The team also failed to advance anyone to 
the individual event finals. 
   
ILLINOIS-CHICAGO  
   The University of Illinois-Chicago was unable to 
advance to the NCAA Championship Finals in 
Minneapolis on Thursday evening, held at the Uni-
versity of Minnesota this past weekend.  The 
Flames finished fifth in the second qualifying ses-
sion of the day with a team score of 337.65. 
   Andrew Stover, finishing sixth in the all-around, 
was the second non-team qualifier and advanced to 
the Friday finals with an 84.45 score. 
   The Flames qualified three individuals to Fri-

day’s event semi-finals competition after finishing 
as the top three not to qualify as part of an advanc-
ing team to Friday’s finals. David Mohr will be in 
his first NCAA championships on the pommel 
horse, placing 12th with a 14.25 performance. 
   On the still rings, Nikolai Korepanov moves on 
after a 12th place, 14.65 showing on his strongest 
event. The junior has been ranked as high as third 
in the nation on the rings during the regular season. 
   Closing out the Flames competitors will be Neal 
Thompson, competing on the parallel bars on Fri-
day, after finishing 10th at 14.15.   None of the 
Flames’ gymnasts advanced to the Saturday indi-
vidual event finals. 
 
UNIVERSITY OF IOWA  
   The University of Iowa placed 
sixth in session two of the 2009 
NCAA Nationals with a final 
score of 337.35. The top three 
teams from each session advance 
to the NCAA team finals Friday. 
Iowa qualified three Hawkeyes 
for the NCAA Championships 
Friday. 
    Geoff Reins advanced in two events. Reins tied 
for third on floor exercise with a score of 15.45, 
which earned him a new season high on the event. 
The Big Ten vault champion went on to tie for 
second on vault with a 16.10. (Reins placed 2nd 
overall in the Vault event finals.) 
    Captain Jonathan Buese placed seventh in the all
-around competition with an 82.65 to qualify, and 
Zach Cazabon advanced in the parallel bars after 
tying for 14th with a 13.95.  
 
U.S. NAVAL ACADEMY  
   Navy’s Adam Stanton earned a 
spot in the NCAA Championship 
event prelims to highlight Navy's 
sixth-place performance as a 
team during its session in the 
NCAA Qualifying Meet on 
Thursday afternoon at the Uni-
versity of Minnesota.  
    Stanton, the ECAC Senior 
Athlete of the Year, earned a 
14.05-point score on the pommel 
horse to place 14th overall and earn a qualifying 
spot not associated with the three advancing teams 
or top-three all-around gymnasts. He also led the 
Midshipmen on the still rings with a 14.25-point 
performance to place 26th in the session.
