
UNIVERSITY OF OKLAHOMA 
  Oklahoma hit six straight pommel routines 
in the final rotation to edge Cal and clinch its 
10th conference title in 12 years in front of 
923 fans inside McCasland Field House in 
Norman on Saturday night.  
   OU needed every bit of the strong finish, 
ending the night with a team score of 354.550 
to the Golden Bears’ 354.450.  The Sooners 
also took down No. 1 ranked Stanford, who 
placed third with a 347.150 team 
tally.  Rounding out the scoring were Ne-
braska (341.650) and Air Force (329.500). 
   OU notched its 31st and 32nd individual 
conference titles under Mark Williams, as 
Steven Legendre (floor – 16.000 and Ian 
Jackson (vault – 16.200) won MPSF titles.  It 
was Legen-
dre’s 53rd title 
of his career, 
while Jackson 
posted his first 
win on vault 
since the 2008 
season.   
   On r ings 
O k l a h o m a 
struggled, be-
ing paced by 
Pat Piscitelli’s 
14.600.  Jake 
Dalton and 
Troy Nitzky 
were not far 
behind, post-
ing scores of 
14.500 and 

14.450, respectively.  
   The Sooners got back on track with a 
64.000 on vault, their third-best result of the 
season.  Jackson tied a career high on the ap-
paratus with a score of 16.200 to pace OU, 
while Legendre also eclipsed the 16.000 bar-
rier with a 16.05.  
   The Sooners posted a 57.200 on parallel 
bars.  Corey English led the way with a 
14.550, while     Dalton added a 14.45.  Leg-
endre and Alex Naddour posted scores of 
14.20 and 14.00, respectively. 
   Dalton paced Oklahoma on high bars with 
his 14.700, while Jackson was solid in scoring 
a 14.300. 
   OU posted four routines of 15.000 or higher 
on floor, paced by Legendre’s event winning 
tally.  Bobby Shortle scored a 15.600, while 
Dalton and Jackson posted scores of 15.150 
and 15.100, respectively. 

   Clinching the win on pommel, 
Alex Naddour scored a 14.700 as OU cele-
brated its 18th conference title in program 
history. 
 
 

UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA 
      California came close to winning the 
MPSF Championships on Saturday, instead 
taking second place behind host and second-
ranked Oklahoma by one tenth of a point at 
McCasland Field House. The Golden Bears 
posted a team score of 354.450 to the Soon-
ers' 354.550. Top-ranked Stanford finished 
third (347.150). 
   On floor, Bears took third place. Cal's high-
est finisher on the event were Kyle Bunthu-
wong and Glen Ishino, who both tallied a 
15.150. Dennis Mannhart was the next closest 
competitor with a 14.650. 
   Cal blasted the competition on pommel 
horse, winning the event with a 57.600. Glen 
Ishino won the event and paced the   Bears 
with a 15.150 while Bryan del Castillo scored 

a 14.400. Mannhart was close behind with a 
14.200. 
   The Bears took second rings with a 58.350 
to Stanford's first-place 59.950. Kyle Bunthu-
wong was first amongst Cal with a 14.750. 
Freshman Steven Lacombe was nipping his 
heels with a 14.600. Mannhart was third of 
the Bears at 14.550 while Ishino rounded out 
the top four for the Bears at 14.450. 
   Each of the Bears scored above a 15.100 on 
vault with the top four scores coming in all 
above 15.500. Ishino again led Cal, this time 
with a 15.850. Christian Monteclaro was next 
in line with a 15.750. Eric Haeussler earned a 
15.600. 
   Bunthuwong paced the Bears on high bar 
thanks to his event-winning 14.950. Ishino 
was next with a 14.800 and del Castillo was 
next with his 14.500. 
 
STANFORD UNIVERSITY  
   After recently taking over the No. 1 ranking 
in the nation, the Stanford Cardinal could not 
prove the validity of its rank, finishing third at 
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the MPSF Championships. The Cardinal fin-
ished with a total of 347.150 points, trailing 
Oklahoma with 354.550 and California with 
354.450. 
   The Cardinal struggled on pommel horse, 
effectively eliminating them from contention 
for the team title. Stanford managed just 50.35 
points on that apparatus, while California 
scored 57.6 and Oklahoma had 56.9. 
   The rest of the competition, Stanford was 
very competitive, including the top score on 
rings. Tim Gentry took the individual title on 
rings with a score of 16.15. Stanford scored 

59.95 as a team, more than a full point better 
than any of its competitors. Nicholas Noone 
also fared well in the event with a score of 
14.8. 
   The Cardinal also had a strong showing in 
the floor exercise with a score of 60.85, which 
trailed only Oklahoma in the event. Eddie 
Penev continued his strong season in the event 
leading Stanford with a score of 15.75. 
   Other top finishers for Stanford were Gentry 
on vault (16.15), Ryan Lieberman on parallel 
bars (14.6), John Martin on horizontal bar 
(14.7) and Greg Ter-Zakhariants on pommel 
horse (13.2). 
 
UNIVERSITY OF NEBRASKA 
   Despite a strong rally to break the top-three 
team standings, Nebraska took fourth place at 
the 2010 Mountain Pacific Sports Federation 
Championship at the Howard McCasland 
Field House on Saturday night. 

   On vault Cory Baumgarten, Bear Danley 
and Tony Maras each posted solid scores of 
15.45 on the apparatus. Hofer also counted top
-four for the Huskers with a score of 15.40. 
    Brule, who took first on parallel bars at 
NU's last home meet against Minnesota and 
Iowa, earned a score of 14.30 this time. 
Shanahan led the way for the Huskers with a 
score of 14.55.  Hofer and Danley also helped 
the Huskers with scores of 14.20 and 13.60, 
respectively. 
    NU moved to high bar in the third rotation. 
Shanahan, who has placed first on high bar 
twice this season, posted a solid mark of 14.45 
on the event. Danley (14.35) and Brule 
(14.30) each posted their second-highest 
scores of the season, while Rusler earned a 
score of 14.30. 
    Brule continued to post high marks for the 
Huskers, as he notched a career-high floor 
score of 14.90. Hofer and Shanahan also 
helped NU out with scores of 14.80 and 14.30, 
respectively, while Danley counted top-four 
with a score of 13.50. 
   The Huskers had a tough go on pommel 
horse in the fifth rotation, putting together an 
abnormally low score of 52.20. NU suffered 
several falls early in the lineup, however 
Shanahan stepped up in the final spot of the 
rotation with a score of 14.00 while Hofer 
earned a score of 13.25. 
    With a close competition for the top-three 
spots, the Huskers rallied to finish strong on 
still rings in the sixth and final rotation. 
Shanahan and Maras posted scores of 14.40 
and 14.25, respectively, while Baumgarten 
(13.95) and Anthony Ingrelli (13.55) also 
counted top-four for Nebraska. Despite NU's 
still rings score of 56.15, Stanford's vault 
score of 62.60 was too much for the Huskers. 
 
AIR FORCE ACADEMY  
   Air Force placed fifth at the annual Moun-
tain Pacific Sports Federation Championships 
on Saturday, April 3, in Norman, Okla. The 
Falcons accounted for a team score of 329.500 
to place fifth in a meet that featured five of the 
top 12 teams in the nation. 
     Nash Mills paced the Falcons on the floor 
exercise with a score of 14.150 - a mark 
just .050 off of his personal-best. Mills also 
posted the squad's top finish on the still rings 
(14.300), parallel bars (13.800) and high bar 
(13.400). He combined for an all-around total 
of 81.950. 
    Freshman James Okomoto was the top Fal-
con scorer on the pommel horse, tallying a 

score of 13.750. Joel Uptmor scored a 15.650 
- a tally just .100 shy of his career high - was 
the top scorer on the vault.
