
UNIVERSITY OF MICHIGAN  
   Chris Cameron  of the No.1-ranked Univer-
sity of Michigan finished in third place with 
an all-around score of 87.600 and was named 
to his third consecutive U.S. senior national 
team at the Winter Cup Invitational finals on 
Saturday (Feb. 6) at the Las Vegas Sports 
Center.  Mel Anton Santander and Thomas 

Kelley also competed in the all-around, re-
ceiving 85.050 and 83.300 marks, respec-
tively. 
   The Wolverines started the competition on 
the parallel bars where Cameron, Michigan's 
highest ranked competitor after night one, set 
a season high of 14.650. Kelley recorded a 
solid 14.500 to open the meet. 
   Ian Makowske  led U-M in the second rota-
tion, breaking his career-best mark on high 
bar for the third time this season (14.350). 
Santander and Cameron continued to post 
solid scores, 14.100 and 13.350, respectively. 
   In rotation three, Michigan moved to the 
floor exercise where Cameron is quickly be-
coming the safest bet in Las Vegas, posting 
his fifth score of 15.000 or better in as many 
appearances with a 15.250 to finish in second 
place on the event.  Kent Caldwell set a sea-
son high behind a stuck triple twisting dis-
mount to match Cameron's 15.250. 
   The pommel horse, U-M's fourth event, was 
the site of spectacular performances from 
Cameron, who matched his season-best mark 
of 15.000, and Santander, whose smooth 
swing and clean form lifted him to a 14.750. 
Cameron collected another second-place fin-
ish on the pommel horse. 
   Phillip Goldberg  competed his only routine 
in rotation five, posting a Wolverine-best 
14.800 on the still rings. Cameron, Kelley, 
and Santander were solid posting scores 
14.450, 14.250 and 13.750, respectively. 
   The last rotation moved Michigan to the 
vault where Santander recorded Michigan's 
highest score for the second day in a row with 
a 15.350. Cameron closed out his competition 

with a 14.900 for a one-and-a-half twisting 
vault. 
 
UNIVERSITY OF ILLINOIS   
   Illinois’ Paul Ruggeri and Tyler Mizoguchi 
were named to the U.S. Senior National team 
for the first time in their careers, after finish-
ing in the top 10 in the national team selection 
points program following the completion of 
the 2010 Winter Cup Challenge late Saturday 
night in Las Vegas.  
   Ruggeri finished in fifth place with 47 
points, while Mizoguchi earned 29 points, 
good for ninth. Chris Brooks of the University 
of Oklahoma was the top finisher with 68 
points. All-around and individual event cham-
pions were determined by a two-day com-
bined score.  
   Mizoguchi led the way in the all-around for 
the Illini, as he tied for 12th place overall with 
a two-day combined score of 169.000 and 
placed second on parallel bars (29.200) and 
fifth on floor exercise (30.000). Ruggeri re-

bounded from a rough first day of competi-
tion with one of the top all-around scores on 
Saturday (87.550) to place 15th overall in the 
all-around (168.100). Ruggeri was impressive 
on several events with a second-place finish 
on vault (32.250), a fifth-place finish on high 
bar (28.500) and a seventh-place finish on 
parallel bars (28.550).  
   Also competing for the Illini was Chad Wi-

est, who finished in third place on floor exer-
cise (30.200) and ninth on vault (31.400), 
while Daniel Ribeiro took sixth place on 
pommel horse, followed by Luke Stannard in 
13th (27.600). On high bar, Stannard tied for 
ninth place (28.000) and sophomore C.J. 
Padera tied for 12th (27.800).  
    Despite being sidelined due to injury, for-
mer Illini  Wes Haagensen retained his spot 
on the national team through an athlete peti-
tion. Future Illini C.J. Maestas finished in 
20th place in the all-around (166.250), fifth 
on rings (29.250) and 10th on parallel bars 
(28.400).  
 
OHIO STATE UNIVERSITY 
   Brandon Wynn   a junior All-American on 
the Ohio State men's gymnastics team, won 
the 2010 USA Gymnastics Winter Cup Chal-
lenge rings title with a two-day total of 30.55 
Saturday night at the Las Vegas Sports Cen-
ter. At the prelims Thursday, Wynn recorded 
a 15.15 and added a 15.4 at the finals. Both 
tallies served as meet highs, respectively. 
With his performance, Wynn has now made 
his second-consecutive U.S. Senior National 
Team. 

    Wynn becomes the first Buckeye to win a 
USA event title since Jimmy Wickham (2005-
08) won the vault title at the Winter Cup 
Challenge in 2006. Jonathan Horton, a 2008 
U.S. Olympian, finished second on rings with 
a score of 30.05. Overall, Wynn finished sev-
enth on vault and 17th in the all-around with 
two-day totals of 31.65 and 167.75, respec-
tively. 
    Sophomore Steven Spencer finished third 
on the pommel horse, scoring a 14.05 at the 
finals for a two-day total of 29.10. At the pre-
lims, Spencer had scored a 15.05 to sit in 
third heading into the finals  . 
  Ty Echard finished tied for 15th on pommel 
horse. Echard had scored a 14.35 at the pre-
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lims but could not repeat his performance, 
earning a 13.10 at the finals for a two-day 
total of 27.45. 
   Former Buckeye Jake Batemn (2006-09) 
posted a Top 10 all-around finish, placing 
ninth with a two-day score of 169.75. Bate-
man entered the finals with an 85.35 all-
around total for fifth place Thursday and 
added an 84.40 Saturday to secure a Top 10 
finish. Overall, the two-time All-American 
for Ohio State placed in the Top 10 of three 
events, tying for seventh on floor (29.35) and 
earning eighth place on vault (31.55) and 
high bar (28.05). At the finals, his best marks 
came on vault (15.80), floor (14.85) and high 
bar (14.15).  
 
PENN STATE UNIVERSITY 
    Penn State men's gymnastics assistant 
coach and 2008 Olympic bronze medalist 
Kevin Tan secured a roster spot on the U.S. 
Men's Senior National Team based on his 
performance at this week's 2010 Winter Cup 
Challenge in Las Vegas, Nev.  
   Tan and the 16 other gymnasts named to 
the U.S. Men's Senior National Team will be 
on the team through the 2010 Visa Champi-
onships in Hartford, Conn. from Aug. 11-14. 
Based on the Winter Cup results, 10 qualified 
for the team using the National Team Points 
System, and the remaining were selected by 
the Men's Program Committee from among 
the Winter Cup participants and athlete peti-
tions.  
   In the Winter Cup Challenge finals on Sat-
urday evening, Tan, who is still attempting to 
regain his top form following post-Olympic 
shoulder surgery, had a strong showing in his 
signature event, the still rings. The five-time 
Winter Cup still rings champion finished 
fourth with a score of 14.900. Tan also posted 
finals scores of 11.700 in the pommel horse, 
13.200 in the parallel bars, and 14.400 in the 
high bar, a .450 improvement over his pre-
liminary effort. Combining his scores from 
the two-day event, Tan tied for sixth in the 
high bar, seventh in the still rings, 13th in the 
parallel bars, and 27th in the pommel horse.  
  
UNIVERSITY OF MINNESOTA 
   University of Minnesota gymnast Aaron 
Fortunato performed very well at the USA 
Gymnastics Winter Cup in Las Vegas Thurs-
day and Saturday.  
   Fortunato placed 21st at the event. He hit 
all 12 of his routines over the course of two 
competitions, including the preliminaries on 
Thursday and the finals. Fortunato's final all-

around score was 165.25.  
   "It was a great weekend for Aaron," Gopher 
men's gymnastics head coach Mike Burns 
said. "He went 12-for-12 over two days, 
against the top gymnasts in America. I'm 
really proud of how he handled the pressure 
at this level. He is really figuring out how to 
find the right zone to compete in and he con-
tinues to improve on a weekly basis." 
   Head coach Mike Burns believes the ex-
perience Fortunato gained competing for a 
spot on the United States National Team will 
serve him well for the remainder of the sea-
son. 
   "This was a great experience for Aaron and 
I really feel it's a turning point in this season, 
in terms of him finding the right recipe for 
success," Burns said.  

   Fortunato finished as follows in each of the 
six individual events: High bar, 12th; Parallel 
bars, 19th; Pommel horse, 22nd; Still rings, 
23rd; Floor exercise, 26th; Vault, 31st. 
 
UNIVERSITY OF IOWA 
   The University of Iowa picked up a win 
against Illinois-Chicago Saturday at the UIC 
physical education building. The Hawkeyes 
scored a team total of 340.200, while the 
Flames posted a score 331.050. 
   With team leaders  Jon 
Buese and  Ben Ketelsen in 
Las Vegas, NV, competing 
in the Winter Cup, the 
young Hawkeyes had a dif-
ferent look. Freshman Matt 
McGrath stepped up for 
Iowa, winning two events 
and contributing a score on 
all five events he competed 
in. 
    McGrath took home first in rings (14.650) 
and vault (15.550) while placing second on 
floor exercise with a score of 14.600. Senior 

Reid Urbain won the floor exercise with a 
score of 15.050. Mike Jiang  brought home 
the title for the Hawkeyes on pommel horse, 
winning the event with a score of 14.150. 
   The Hawkeyes also held the title on parallel 
bars with a victory for Zach Cazabon. The 
sophomore won the event in convincing fash-
ion with a score of 14.600, the best score in 
that event for any Hawkeye in the past two 
years. Additionally, senior Joel Snyder led 
the Black and Gold on horizontal bar with a 
third place finish and a score of 13.750. 
   "This was a big win and the guys competed 
great," said Head Coach Tom Dunn. "With a 
couple of our leaders in Las Vegas, we had 
other guys step in and they did a fantastic job. 
This was probably our best meet of the year, 
to date, so I was very pleased." 
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
